On Saturday and Sunday October 18 and 19th the Beachburg Rod and Gun Club (located west of Renfrew)
will hoast the first annual Ontario Running Deer Championships and Deer Hunters trade show.  The targets 
are halfsize cardboard silhouettes crossing from left to right on aircraft cable.  The firing line is 50 yards from 
the targets. All targets are shot from the standing position. Hours wil be,  Sat. 9 am to 4 pm Sun. 9 am 
to 5 pm. Range facilities will be open Oct. 18 th for those wishing to sight-in a firearm

The championships consist of 3 events.

1.  A preliminary 50/50 event consisting of 2 shots per contestant.  Participants may enter as often as time 
     allows.  Both open and optical sight  classes.

2.  The singles championship consisting of the best combined score from two runs totaling  4 shots.

3.  The team championship consisting of 3 to 6 persons for each team entry,  each contestant fires 3 shots at 
          one  pass of the deer target.  Best 3 scores counting  for the teams overall total.
   
     Sub-juniors, juniors, ladies, seniors and spectators are. all welcome.  
     Meals, & Washroom facilities are available in the club house.
